AGENDA: CM Michaels moved to approve the agenda. CW Wells seconded. The motion carried. 
[bookmark: _Hlk179538864]MINUTES: CM Harris moved to approve April 15, 2025 minutes as presented. CM Fields seconded. The motion carried.

CM Michaels moved to approve the Considerations of Claims in the amount of $161,435.82, seconded by CW Wells. The motion carried. PUBLIC COMMENT: Shawna Reichert spoke on town policy and golf course rates. Reichert asked CW Wells to step down. Mayor Delgado rebutted Shawna Reichert’s comments against Council member Wells; mentioning Shawna’s misquoting of state statutes and accusations. J. Burfeind stated that Shawna Reichert caught him after the last council meeting and apologized for the false allegations and mis-quoting statutes. J. Burfeind wishes it had been done in a public setting but applauded her for saying her accusations were wrong. Troy Reichert had negative words for our town Attorney. Kellie Augustyn addressed the town getting the golf course rates under control. CW Wells brought up previous Mayor and Councilman voting to give themselves free golf or free swimming. Mayor Delgado said we are working on the golf course currently. Stacia Cook invited the community to participate in the raft build off from Guernsey Beach to Maddy Beach July 12th. 
LIQUOR LICENSES: CW Wells made a motion to approve Liquor License Transfer from JW Perks, dba Ben’s Bar 39 N. Wyoming Ave to Thrifty Market, INC, dba Super Foods. CM Michaels seconded. The motion carried. CW Wells made a motion to approve a Bar and Grill Liquor License for JW Perks, dba Ben’s Bar 39 N. Wyoming. CM Michaels seconded. The motion carried. 
GOLF COURSE RATES: CW Wells made a motion to approve Golf Course rates as amended. Seconded by CM Michaels. The motion carried. 
BUDGET ORDINANCE 2026-001 1ST READING: CM Michaels moved to approve the 1st reading of the budget. CW Wells Seconded. The motion carried.
CPA FINANCIAL REVIEW FY’25: CW Wells motioned to approve Carver Florek & James, CPA’s to complete FY’25 financial review. CM Michaels Seconded. The motion carried.
COMMUNITY ORGANIZATION REPORTS: Chamber of Commerce is putting together a semi quincentennial celebration and would like community participation. Camp Guernsey will close Emigrant Hill road for training and notice of a noise hazard, June 4th to June 11, 2025. 
DEPARTMENT REPORTS: J. Burfeind says the airport hangers are being rented. Code enforcement mentioned to watch your weeds with all of the rain we’ve had, keep alley ways clear for emergency vehicles. Library expansion is currently under review with the structural engineers. Burn pile is being addressed as well as dust control on Rollins Road. The pool was pressure washed and next year we will need to look at serious repairs. There is a meeting with Tri-city Parks & Rec to schedule the installation of shelving. Pool pump repairs are complete and it will be picked up tomorrow. Mayor Delgado reminds the community that sidewalks are owned by the landowner and it is their responsibility to take care of them. L. Ballard said golf course greens are in great shape the fairways are in nice shape, we are off to a good start. CW Wells asked what the watering schedule is and L. Ballard said currently nights until day break, that will change as days get longer and hotter. CM Michaels the WMPA representative for Guernsey said rates will be raised.  
MAYOR AND COUNCIL REPORT: CM Michaels thanked the town crews and the Electric and Internet company for the great job they are doing even in all of this rain. Mayor Delgado said the cemetery is looking good and should be ready for Memorial day.
