AGENDA: CW Wells moved to approve the agenda. CM Harris seconded. The motion carried.

CW Wells moved to approve the Considerations of Claims in the amount of $202,172.25, seconded by CM Harris. The motion carried. PUBLIC COMMENT: Bev Spungin a competitive shooter, spoke on Public land ranges owned by municipalities. The ranges are operated by local shooters that run the matches and do the maintenance on the facilities. Community rodeo participants built the band stands, put up light poles at the arena. Golfing is expensive, how do golfers afford it and how can the Town afford it, costing over $160,000 above what it brings in. Golfers complain that we are asking too much and that the course is closed in the winter and that it’s too expensive, well it sounds like it’s too expensive for the Town.
K9/Police: CM Michaels made a motion to give an extension to certify the K9 by the first council meeting in July. CM Harris seconded. The motion carried. CW Wells voiced her concern with the cost of the K9 to the town when originally Chief Harrison presented it as not costing the town anything. 
BUDGET ORDINANCE 2026-001 2nd READING: CW Wells moved to approve the 2nd reading of the budget. CM Michaels Seconded. The motion carried.
CATERING PERMITS CRAZY TONY’S: CW Wells made a motion to approve catering Permit 20250621, Walsh Wedding at VFW. CM Fields seconded. The motion carried. CM Michaels made a motion to approve permit 20250703 open Container. CW Wells seconded. The motion carried. 
COMMUNITY ORGANIZATION REPORTS: None.
DEPARTMENT REPORTS: M. Fronapfel update on the Haynes subdivision Electric contractors and the job is almost completed. Visionary has had a few complications but they are moving along. Complaints that the Street Sweeper is not out and M. Fronapfel said it’s absolutely not out due to the storm causing downed power poles and my priorities are to fix that.  J. Burfeind mentioned with all the rain weeds grew overnight so 23 letters went out. Planning for the library grant is set at the structural engineers office. The code enforcement side of things are still addressing issues with dogs off leash. Dogs should be on a leash at all times and at this point electronic collars are not a substitute to a leash. Dispatch number is (307) 836-2111 for all non-emergency situations not 911 says CM Michaels. It is the responsibility of the homeowner to trim trees around the powerlines on your property, we recommend this only be done by a professional. Sidewalks and curb are the responsibility of the homeowners. Chief Harrison thanked the citizens for assisting with the storm clean up. Handheld radios came in and reception is better. Rifles came in and next Wednesday we want to get qualified. J. Breon, Chief Harrison, and S. Taylor are all attending training courses in the upcoming months. H. Dawson thanked council for their support while the mayor was out of the office. H. Dawson also thanked public works for their continued support in answering all of our questions on the daily.

MAYOR AND COUNCIL REPORT: CM Harris compliments on the cemetery and employees cleaning streets so thanks. CW Wells said the cemetery looked very nice.
