PUBLIC COMMENT: None. 
HORTON PLAT: CM Michaels made a motion to approve the Horton Plat proposal, approved by planning and zoning. CM Harris seconded. The motion carried. 
K9: CW Wells moved to discuss the K9 certification. CM Harris Seconded. The motion carried. Chief Harrison gave an update on the progress of the certification; Harrison cannot do anything until he gets that DEA license. Mayor Delgado recommended getting the dog certified and then having council discuss approving the K9 or not. CM Michaels motioned to give the Chief until August 15 to have the K9 certified. CM Michaels amended that motion to August 19, 2025 which is the second council meeting in August. CM Fields seconded. The motion carried with 4 ayes and 1 nay.
COMMUNITY ORGANIZATION REPORTS: LTC. Counts praised the baseball team and invited the community out to support them. There are minimal soldiers on camp currently after getting through our peak season. The busiest we will be over the next few weeks is 370 people. Wildland fire training will be starting on the 7th and going thru the 30th of September.
DEPARTMENT REPORTS: Chief Harrison and J. Breon just returned from training and Officer Taylor is no longer of temporary status. CM Michaels requests better parking down S. Guernsey Highway where the road is narrow by the golf course. J. Burfeind encouraged town communication if there’s a hardship and you need solutions for taking care of weeds. Skills USA demolished a building but there’s a need for barriers now to block off the site for the Holiday parade. CW Wells wanted to know if there is a plan for a driving range and J. Burfeind says yes and we will get plans together after the fourth. M. Howe asked if driving range is along side of dog park and J. Burfeind responded yes. M. Howe said they will not have a float in the parade as there is not enough staffing. The night tournament was a huge success. M. Howe addressed poison ivy, and she has signs posted for those not aware. Tri City parks and rec golf camp was a success. M. Howe would like to purchase seat covers for golf carts. Mayor asked M. Howe to have townhall create workorders for the items she notices that need maintenance. 
MAYOR AND COUNCIL REPORT: CW Wells brought a flyer and announced a few events taking place at Guernsey State Park; specifically, the Veterans watch party for the 4th of July. The silt run will begin July 7. CW Wells had multiple people tell her what a great job the public works department is doing with the street repairs and other things. CM Michaels wanted clarification on seasonal employees receiving Holiday pay for the hours worked? H Dawson responded with yes they get paid to work the Holiday.  CM Fields received good compliments about M. Howes’ performance at the golf course. Mayor Delgado says please go support the fireworks stand that supports the lodge. Dog e-collars were discussed previously and the mayor is working on that ordinance with the town attorney. Mayor wished everyone a safe and Happy fourth of July weekend and to enjoy all the activities the town has to offer. CM Michaels asked where out of towners find out about the happenings around town? Mayor Delgado says there’s signs and flyers posted everywhere around town. Michelle Horton asked why it is not on the town’s website and H. Dawson responded with a lot of the activities are that of the Guernsey Economic Development and we do post the flyers everywhere but we have not put it on the town website this year and we do not have social media pages.
