K9: Chief Harrison explained the issues he has had with the DEA and getting the Town of Guernsey licenses back. The council asked some questions to Malcolm Ervin to see how Wheatland WY compensates their K-9 police officers. The council asked to meet the dog in future council meetings. Chief Harrison agreed to work it out with Officer Breon on getting the dog to a council meeting in the near future. 
AMBULANCE CONTRACT: CM Micheals Motion to table the ambulance contract until next meeting when the contract is amended. CM Harris seconded the motion. The motion carried.

Community/Organization Reports: None. 
DEPARTMENT REPORTS: J. Burfeind gave a report on Library expansion pre bid walk. Bid opening will be 1:00 pm August 28, 2025, and a notice of intent to award the contract September 02, 2025. The new lights that are currently in the senior center and library will be recycled to the pro-shops main building for better lighting. Inspections and permits revenue is up 483% from this time last year. There are more permit projects being captured than before. For code enforcement he is still working with property owners to get trees and weeds under control.  Many people on the list of professionals trim the trees out of property owner’s lines. Airport hangers are rented out. Lastly, a Fredricks tournament report. Big shout out to everyone involved and all of the staff to make it possible. M. Howe Reports on pro-shop with the Fredricks tournament and needing more personnel to finish the rest of the season with the students going back to school. J. Harrison announced that Officer Taylor has retired. He talks about filling this position with experienced and non-experienced applicants and the interview process.  
MAYOR AND COUNCIL REPORT: CW Wells asks where we are with hiring a new judge. Mayor Delgado answers that we are still on the look along with Wheatland. Mayor Delgado is trying to get hold of the Goshen County judge. J. Harrison jumps in and says that he is getting all phone numbers on the citations due to the pending court dates. CW Wells asks if the citations are making it up to the front office. J. Harrison answers with yes and the citation has all of the information that is needed for the billing clerk. CM Micheals thanks Malcom Ervin and Kristi Reitz for presenting the check and for Malcom being here on Thursday to answer questions. CM Michaels announces that the senior center’s food is a great food option for lunch, he also clarifies that TDS drivers do not get out of their vehicle to put anything in the dumpster. Mayor Delgado gives a report on the fire department about the purchasing of a Volunteer Fire Department boat. CW Wells motions to approve the purchasing of the boat. CM Fields seconded the motion. Mayor Delgado gives his condolences to the families that lost their family members.
