COMMUNITY ORGANIZATION REPORTS: Christa Rosera explains that with the Government shut down Camp Guernsey has not furloughed anyone at this time. There will be a health fair scheduled for October 13th. Mayor Delgado asked Christa about coining female Veterans at a ceremony on Veterans Day.
DEPARTMENT REPORTS: H. Dawson gave a report on the financials of the town. M. Fronapfel would like to replace a lawnmower and have the street sweeper worked on by a reputable TYMCO dealer. Mayor Delgado requested M. Fronapfel to get a local bid as well. Town Clean up week is October 10-17th. J. Burfeind states the town’s people are getting their trees trimmed and weeds under control. Airport Hangers are all rented out. $9000 in building permits collected so far this year. Currently requesting pool bids for maintenance work before next season. Taste of Guernsey with local businesses are meeting at Crazy Tony’s, 3pm on October 14th. Fisher roofing has given us bids on repairs for the Visitor Center and the Airport. Chief Harrison received training aids for the K9. Police Department is still looking for applicants. Chief Harrison is still addressing the electric scooters that are in town. 
MAYOR AND COUNCIL REPORT: Mayor Delgado wanted Council approval to swear in Judge Patrick on October 9th. CW Wells motioned for the mayor to swear in Judge Patrick. Seconded by CM Michaels.
