MILITARY LAND PURCHASE: CW Wells moved to approve the mayor signing the contract when it is complete. CM Fields seconded. The motion carried. 
COMMUNITY ORGANIZATION REPORTS: None.
DEPARTMENT REPORTS: H. Dawson states that we will be having a single audit due to ARPA funding. L. Ballard gave a report on golf cart improvements, suggestions and solutions. J. Burfeind gave a year end report on permits. Code enforcement is ongoing and letters continue to go out to homeowners. Library Expansion is still a work in progress. Townhall will be having the floors replaced and there will be a time that townhall will need to be closed or a temp office set up, so we will communicate that to the community. M. Fronapfel announced the new Journeyman Lineman has been put to the test straight away with the power outages. There were questions about the duckweed in the lagoons along with fencing around the lagoons. TYMCO attempted to troubleshoot the street sweeper issues with no avail, so Fronapfel will see if Choppers can take a look. Chief Harrison gave an end of the year report and he is still looking at hiring and scheduled interviews have not been successful. There is continued discussion on the repeater for all Emergency Personnel in the area. 
MAYOR AND COUNCIL REPORT: CM Michaels likes what he sees in the town. CM Fields wished the citizens of Guernsey a Merry Christmas and a Happy New Year. CM Harris wanted to know what we are doing for the employees for Christmas, Mayor Delgado said he will discuss it. CW Wells thanked M. Molzahn for establishing accounts for the Pro Shop and it’s good to see us getting supplies from the local store to support the Pro Shop. CW Wells would like to see an advisory board set up for the Golf Course consisting of 5-6 people. Attorney Jones was asked if this can be done? Attorney Jones stated that as long as no decisions are made and it’s only an advisory board than it can be established by the town, CW Wells mentioned not paying for an advertisement but CM Fields can put it on the towns Facebook page. Accolades went out for the Guernsey ambulance crew. Guernsey State Park will have a drive through Christmas Lights display and a New Years day Hike. Mayor Delgado thanked CM Harris for being the Pro-tem but with the new year arriving he would like to appoint CM Michaels as the Pro-tem due to the commitment CM Michaels shows with current and upcoming town and county projects. CM Michaels accepted. The mayor announced the closing of townhall for the day after Christmas along with bonuses and a Christmas dinner for the employees.
