ORDINANCE NO. 2026-005 AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 2026-004 SUSTITUTING THE LANGUAGE “INFRASTRUCTURE MAINTENANCE” FOR “CONNECTION FEE”. BE IT ORDAINED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF GUERNSEY, WYOMING. There is hereby established the following monthly rates for sewer provided to consumers by the Town of Guernsey. ALL sewer connections to the Town of Guernsey system will incur an Infrastructure Maintenance Fee of $5.00 per month until services are severed.
